Measurements, information, or data which has been collected and

organized.


You must have sufficient quantity and quality data organized


appropriately.

5.
Conclusion.


This is where you include your calculations and mathematical


observations based on your calculations.  

6.
Evaluation
Why is the mathematics you used appropriate? How do you know it is done correctly?  How have you verified your conclusions?  Is your data you have collected valid?  What possible errors have occurred?

7.
A bibliography and footnotes (where appropriate)

If you use the 
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test, for example, include a reference as to where you got formulae used from, and in your footnotes, a brief description of how it is used.  Any resources used MUST be referenced.
8.
Proper communication.


Have you included am introduction, body, and conclusion in the proper
order in your work.  I suggest you follow the order of #2 - #8 as above.

9.
An estimate of your mark using the criterion handed out in class.
